B Always use or store cylinders outdoors in an
upright (vertical) position.

B When the cylinder is refilled, have the supplier
check for dents, damage, rust, or leaks.

to check connections for tightness.

B Do not use matches or lighters to check
for leaks.

m After filling or exchanging a cylinder, take
it home immediately. Keep the
vehicle ventilated and the cylinder
valve closed and capped.

B Do not allow children to tamper
with the cylinder or grill.

B Do not smoke while handling
a propane cylinder.
